Parking: Park in the Morse Athletic Complex lot.

Check-In: Check in at the volunteer registration table at the small tent under the building.

If you pre-registered online, give your name and show your ID to be checked in. If you have not been able to pre-
register, be prepared to fill out volunteer paperwork and show your ID.

Please make sure to get a Special Olympics NY credential and write your name on it. This is used to identify each of the
volunteers.

Training: After you are all checked in and have your credential, training is on-site.

Shuttle: Once softball volunteers are trained and pairing games are underway at Morse, some softball volunteers will
take a shuttle over to Adirondack Sports Complex. When pairing games are finished, softball games will start at both
Morse Athletic Complex and Adirondack Sports Complex. Morse, ADK, and a nearby lot have shuttles running through-
out the day, so ADK volunteers will be able to get a shuttle at the end of the day back to their cars.

Description: Get in on the softball action as a scorekeeper, and other needs as determined at the event. Once softball
volunteers are trained and pairing games are finished, softball games will start at both Morse Athletic Complex and Adi-
rondack Sports Complex. Some softball volunteers will take a shuttle over to Adirondack Sports Complex. Morse and
ADK have shuttles running throughout the day, so ADK volunteers will be able to get a shuttle back to Morse at the end
of the day back to their cars.

Qualifications: Ability to perform assigned duties for the duration of the competition, be flexible with assignments and
able to be on your feet for stretches of time. Not a requirement, but it is helpful if Softball Team volunteers have prior
scorebook experience. You will be trained on-site either way.

Lunch is not provided- please bring a bag lunch with you. Lunch will be available for purchase from a food truck at Adi-
rondack Sports Complex.
